JDSF Second-Growth Stands with No Harvest Entry or Partial Cut Only Since 1925

The public has expressed interest in the “older second growth” stands on Jackson Demonstration State Forest (JDSF).  The table below and accompanying map provide areas of JDSF comprised of stands that have not been harvested at all since about 1925 or have had only partial cuts.  Most of the partial cuts occurred after about 1960.

The light green areas on the map are areas for which there is no map record of harvest entry since about 1925.  There is physical evidence of harvest and road construction in specific locations, but extent is limited. The areas with the black striping are areas that have had only partial cuts since about 1925.  
The estimated total areas with these characteristics are as follows:
